♧. Secure ease of management according to space use and opening hours for each facility
   ❍ Since the basement floor joint workshop is a wastewater and odor generating facility, plan to separate and manage freight elevators, etc.
   ❍ Since the management and subject of each floor are different, secure the ease of management such as fees and access.
   ❍ Public holidays and crime prevention design plan for open-late facilities
♧. Facility plan considering evacuation in case of disaster
   ❍ Entrances, corridors, doors, toilets, elevators, and evacuation spaces are planned so that there are no obstacles in using wheelchairs, etc.
     ※ Suggestions such as safety evacuation space (balconies on each floor) and disaster evacuation facilities considering the vulnerable
♧. Eco-friendly building plan
   ❍ Propose an integrated plan considering renewable energy, energy efficiency rating, and zero-energy building certification

3. Movement route planning
  ♧. Convenience of use and management of complex buildings
   ❍ Separation of movement routes
     - Considering separation of movement routes and access space as access space is limited as it faces Beoman-ro 19-gil (6m road) on the east side of the site
     - Since various facilities such as joint workshops, shopping malls, and parking lots exist in one building, clarification of access flow considering users for each space
      ※ Secure a pleasant space environment through easy access to resident convenience facilities such as a mutual cooperation shopping mall and linking with external spaces
     - Proposal to make the mutual cooperation mall accessible from the front road
     - Separation of by-product movement routes and ground parking lot and movement routes of facility visitors

※ Complete separation of the movement routes of general customers using the upper floors and the movement routes of users of common workshops (unloading operators and merchants)

   - Mutual separation between vehicles using the ground parking lot and vehicles using the underground joint workshop (unloading and carry-out of oil and fat) and odor and pollution are separated as much as possible
    - Apply the freight elevator to be usable from the basement to the first floor, but it is possible to suggest a ramp or conveyor facility for the movement of the first basement and first floor.
    - Consideration of entry and exit of vehicles carrying by-products and movement of vehicle waiting space
    - It should be easy to get off and turn around the operating vehicle, etc. in the workplace. Thus, secure sufficient effective height when entering and exiting, and separate it from the movement of staff.
    - Installation of barriers and unmanned kiosks (toll collection system) for ground parking lots
❍ Ensure pedestrian convenience and safety
  - Secure enough horizontal section with margin when vehicle enters and exits the slope on the site
    - Arrangement of entrances and exits of parking lots and facilities that prioritize pedestrian convenience and safety
    - As apartment houses and middle schools are located on the northern side of the site, safety for pedestrians approaching from the adjacent road (Beoman-ro) is ensured ※ Clear separation of pedestrian and vehicle traffic
    - Induce urgent evacuation in case of disaster with simple and clear internal and external movement route plan

4. Landscape planning
  ♧. Fulfillment of building points using landscaping space
   ❍ Consider indoor landscaping such as lounges in addition to outdoor space landscaping ※ Secure maximum landscaping space
   ❍ Improve the image of a building by using the wall space as a landscaping space

5. Other considerations in planning
    1) When planning the outdoor space, take into account the rain and snow season and, review the facility installation area such as upper awning and floor heating and plan the space open to the public.
    2) Consideration of facility security and user safety by establishing a boundary plan where there are no blind spots and natural monitoring (Crime Prevention Through Environmental Design (CPTED) applied)
    3) Plan considering the right of view and privacy of the residential area on the east side of the site
    4) When planning the space, plan by reflecting the design requirements in the table above.
    5) Plan the parking lot by calculating the legal number of parking spaces (applied to “Neighborhood living facilities (communal facilities for residents)”). In accordance with the Seoul Metropolitan Government Parking Lot Installation and Management Ordinance, plan to secure the maximum number of parking spaces.
    6) For facilities that do not have minimum space standards (area, occupancy), it is possible to adjust the layout by floor, area for each use, and addition of required rooms according to the rational and creative plan of the applicant.
    7) For the energy-saving building plan, the window area ratio (including curtain wall) should be less than 30%, so that it can be an energy-saving building.
    8) It should be designed as an energy-saving building by inducing improvement of the basic performance of the building by introducing various passive performances and minimizing the wall ratio.
      ① Apply higher insulation standards than related laws to walls, slabs, and roofs, and apply high-performance windows to design an energy-saving building
      ② Airtight design for windows, installation of awnings and external blinds, and design to strengthen airtightness and prevent condensation around openings
      ➂ Create a space that can reduce energy loss while maintaining openness during the heating and cooling period as a multi-use facility with high energy consumption intensity.
   9) It should be planned in consideration of the three preliminary certifications.
      ① Preliminary certification for Energy efficiency level 
      ② Preliminary certification for obstacle-free (BF) living environment

    2) If it is determined that the quality of the design is not suitable for the purpose of the contest or the quality of the design is significantly lower as a result of the evaluation, the winning designs may not be selected.
     3) Applicants cannot raise any objection to the evaluation result. Compensation other than those specified in the applicable design guidelines cannot be claimed.

Ⅷ Others
  1. Duties of the winning designer
    1) The designer of the winning design must reflect the design changes and supplements during the basic and working design by integrating the requirements of the review committee and the requirements of the district (changes according to the geological survey results, etc.)
    2) If the service cannot be performed due to changes in circumstances, such as cancellation of the project, the contract may not be signed with more than the compensation amount for the best design among the prize-winner compensation standards.
    3) If the designer of the winning design or the winning design is selected by an unfair method, the winning design will be invalidated and the contract may not be concluded or the contract may be cancelled. Prizes will be invalidated. The winner who received the winning compensation must return the amount.
    4) When signing a design service contract, if the winner does not have a design license in the field of electricity, communication, or fire safety, he/she must jointly contract with a qualified person in accordance with the relevant regulations in a shared implementation method.
    5) The designer of the winning design must comply with this guideline and the basic and work design task specifications.

  2. Copyright
   All matters related to copyright, such as the attribution of copyright in the public offering proposal, shall be subject to the provisions of the Copyright Act. However, exceptions may be made when the ordering organization consults with the participants in the contest.

  3. Design exhibition
   If necessary, the winning designs can be exhibited, and designs other than the winning designs can be exhibited with the consent of the applicant.

  4. Grant of basic and working design rights
   If the designer of the winning design is unable to perform the basic and working design voluntarily or intentionally, the right to the basic and working design may be granted to the runner-up (the designer of the next best design). If the design right is granted to the runner-up, the compensation paid to the runner-up will be returned.

5. Return of design
    1) Entries must be returned within 7 days (including holidays) from the date of announcement of the winning design, and the applicant bears the cost.
    2) Designs that are not returned within the above period will be handled arbitrarily by the ordering organization.

  6. Notices
     1) Applicants must visit the site to investigate the site conditions and plan.
     2) Applicants must plan in accordance with all relevant laws (including notice of legislation) and other regulations.
     3) The winning design must be an unpublished. If it has been previously published, the work will be invalidated, and the responsibility rests with the winner of the design.
     4) The plan of the winning design may be changed according to the results of various deliberation and consultation when basic and working design services are carried out in the future, and the winner cannot object to this.
  
  7. Other contest guidelines
    1) The design contest must be submitted by two or more companies, and if there are fewer than two applicants, it will be re-announced.
     2) If there are fewer than two applicants even after re-announcement, the process will proceed according to the decision of the ordering organization.
     3) If it is judged that it is difficult to select other winning designs, the manager may decide differently on whether to proceed with the design contest and the design contest method.
     4) Applicants are deemed to have fully understood and acknowledged the contents of this guideline by applying for the design contest.
     5) If there is a difference between the ordering organization and the applicant in the interpretation of the text of the guide, the interpretation of the ordering organization takes precedence. For other matters not specified, it shall be as determined by the ordering organization.
     6) Even after being selected as the winner, if the contestant violates this contest guideline or if he or she has applied in an illegal way and has affected the judgement result, it will be considered invalid.

Payment of consideration, advance payment, pre-established consideration, etc. shall be paid to the following account.

  2. In case other members of the joint contractor take action to withdraw from the contract with the consent of the ordering organization due to failure to perform the relevant contract without bankruptcy, dissolution, bankruptcy or other justifiable reasons;
  3. In case a member of the joint contractor fails to perform the relevant contract without bankruptcy, dissolution, bankruptcy or any other justifiable reason and is subject to restrictions on the qualification to participate in the bid pursuant to Article 92 (1) 6 of the Enforcement Decree
  ② In the event that some of the members withdraw in accordance with Paragraph 1, the remaining members shall jointly perform the relevant contract. However, if only the remaining members do not meet the requirements necessary for the performance of the remaining contract, such as license, performance, and construction capability evaluation amount, the remaining members must meet the requirements by adding new members after obtaining approval from the ordering organization.
  ③ In the case of the main sentence of Paragraph 2, the investment ratio shall be added to the ratio in Article 9 by dividing the investment ratio of the withdrawing member according to the investment ratio of the remaining members. However, if there are two or more remaining members and all remaining members agree, the investment ratio may be adjusted voluntarily.
  ④ After the contract is fulfilled, the remaining amount after deducting the loss in Article 10 is returned to the person who withdraws.
Article 13 (Liability for warranty of defects) In the event of a defect in the relevant construction after the joint contractor is disbanded, it shall be jointly liable.
Article 14 (Operation committee) ① The joint contractor shall establish an operation committee composed of members of the joint contractor to discuss all matters related to the implementation of the contract.
   ② Matters not specified in this Agreement shall be determined by the operation committee.

A joint contractor agreement is concluded as above, and ○ copies of the agreement are prepared as evidence, and members of the joint contractor sign and seal and keep them.
